And if you already know what you’re looking for 
the index will tell you where to find it 

And if it’s an important word that you should remember 
the author may have made it bold or underlined it

Take a look at the timeline on this page 
it shows you when these events happened in a visual way 

Here’s a list 
And these are bullet points 

They’re not as bad as they sound 
Yeah they just help to separate each item in the list 

so you don’t get mixed up as you read it down
